We are very pleased to announce the 2012 Children's Justice Symposium / Utah Prosecution Council Domestic
Violence Conference to be held May 15-17, 2012 at the Zermatt Resort in Midway, Utah.

ALL symposium registrations MUST be processed through the on-line electronic system, and then payment made to the
Attorney General's Office (see specific instructions on the registration form). The Regular On-Time Registration Fee is
$75/person for complete registrations and payments received by the AG's Office on or before 5:00 pm Friday, April 20,
2012. For all registrations received after April 20, 2012, the late registration rate of $90/person will apply. No exceptions.

Please keep in mind that submission of the on-line form alone does NOT confirm on-time registration. Registration
confirmation is complete only when BOTH the completed on-line registration form has been submitted and received AND
payment for that registration has also been received by the AG's Office.

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Lodqging at Zermatt Resort

Individuals who want to make hotel lodging reservations can do so by contacting the Zermatt Resort at: 866-643-2015.
Please be sure to mention that you are participating in the 2012 Children’s Justice Symposium/UPC Domestic Violence
Conference in order to qualify for the negotiated state rates: $90/night for a single room and $99 for double-occupancy.

When making reservations, individuals will need to provide a credit card to guarantee the lodging reservation and will then be
responsible for all changes, cancellations and/or other charges related to their hotel reservations. Please be sure to check
with the hotel regarding cancellation and change policies.
