Lodging at Resort
Lodging for the 2015 CJC/UPC Symposium:

General Conference Information

No animals, except Service Animals, of course, will be allowed in the Conference Meeting Rooms and surrounding areas during the 2015 Symposium.

Breakout Sessions:  When a Breakout Session room is full – all seats are taken – the room will be closed.  Once the doors are closed, you’ll be asked to find another session to attend.  The rooms have been set to fullest capacity seating and no additional chairs will be added to aisles, sides, etc. so we stay in compliance with fire codes and regulations.  If you want to attend a specific session, plan to get there early to make sure you get a seat.

Presentation and Session Handouts

Continuing Education Credit

Continuing Education Credit is available for attorneys, law enforcement officers, social workers and victim advocates who attend the Symposium.  In order to receive Continuing Education Credit, please indicate the type of education credit you need on your Conference Registration form.  
Continuing Education Credits will be handled a bit differently this year and will be tied to submitting Session Evaluations for each session attended.  Electronic Session Evaluations will be available to attendees for EACH session they attend through an EventMobi on-line application accessible through a “smart” devise or any computer with internet access.  In order to receive CEU credit, each attendee MUST complete and submit an evaluation either during the Symposium or within two weeks following the Symposium (on or before June 25, 2015).  Conference Organizers will compile the evaluations and record the number of hours attended by each attendee based on the number of session evaluations received.  Certificates of Attendance will be emailed to attendees based on the number of calculated CEU credits they qualify for.
